


Rev 12:12-17  Therefore rejoice, O 
heavens, and you who dwell in them! Woe 
to the inhabitants of the earth and the 
sea! For the devil has come down to you, 
having great wrath, because he knows 
that he has a short time."  (13)  Now 
when the dragon saw that he had been 
cast to the earth, he persecuted the 
woman who gave birth to the male Child... 



Rev 12:12-17  ...(14)  But the woman was 
given two wings of a great eagle, that she 
might fly into the wilderness to her place, 
where she is nourished for a time and times 
and half a time, from the presence of the 
serpent.  (15)  So the serpent spewed water 
out of his mouth like a flood after the 
woman, that he might cause her to be 
carried away by the flood... 



Rev 12:12-17  ...(16)  But the earth helped 
the woman, and the earth opened its mouth 
and swallowed up the flood which the 
dragon had spewed out of his mouth.  (17)  
And the dragon was enraged with the 
woman, and he went to make war with the 
res t  o f  her  o f fspr ing ,  who keep the 
commandments of  God and have the 
testimony of Jesus Christ.



Act 2:18-22  (18)  AND ON MY MENSERVANTS AND 
ON MY MAIDSERVANTS I WILL POUR OUT MY SPIRIT 
IN THOSE DAYS; AND THEY SHALL PROPHESY.  (19)  
I WILL SHOW WONDERS IN HEAVEN ABOVE AND 
SIGNS IN THE EARTH BENEATH: BLOOD AND FIRE 
AND VAPOR OF SMOKE.  (20)  THE SUN SHALL BE 
TURNED INTO DARKNESS, AND THE MOON 
INTO BLOOD, BEFORE THE COMING OF THE GREAT 
AND AWESOME DAY OF THE LORD.  (21)  AND IT 
SHALL COME TO PASS THAT WHOEVER CALLS ON 
THE NAME OF THE LORD SHALL BE SAVED.'
