Leviticus 23:23-25 NKJV  Then the LORD
spoke  to  Moses,  saying,   (24)   "Speak  to  the
children of Israel, saying: 'In the seventh
month, on the first day of the month, you shall
have a sabbath-rest, a memorial of blowing ofmemorial of blowing ofmemorial of blowing of
trumpetstrumpetstrumpets, a holy convocation.  (25)  You shall
do  no  customary  work  on  it;  and  you  shall
offer an offering made by fire to the LORD.' "



Numbers 10:1-10 NKJV  And the LORD
spoke to Moses, saying:  (2)  "Make two
silver  trumpets  for  yourself;  you  shall
make  them  of  hammered  work;  you
shall use them for calling the

Numbers 10:1-10 NKJV  ...(3)  When they blow
both of them, all the congregation shall gather
before  you  at  the  door  of  the  tabernacle  of
meeting.  (4)  But if they blow only one, then
the leaders, the heads of the divisions of
Israel,  shall  gather  to  you.   (5)   When  you
sound the advance, the camps that lie on the
east side shall then begin their journey...



Numbers  10:1-10  NKJV   ...(6)   When  you
sound  the  advance  the  second  time,  then
the camps that lie on the south side shall
begin  their  journey;  they  shall  sound  the
call  for  them  to  begin  their  journeys.   (7)

advance...

Matthew 24:30-31 NKJV  Then the
sign of the Son of Man will appear in
heaven, and then all the tribes of the
earth will mourn, and they will see the
Son of Man coming on the clouds of
heaven with power and great glory...

1 Thessalonians 4:16-17 NKJV  For

1 Corinthians 15:51-52 NKJV  Behold, I tell
you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but
we shall all be changed—  (52)  in a
moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at theat theat the
last trumpet.last trumpet.last trumpet. For the trumpet will
sound, and the dead will be raised
incorruptible, and we shall be changed.



Revelation 8:1-6 NKJV  When He
opened  the  seventh  seal,  there  was
silence  in  heaven  for  about  half  an
hour.  (2)  And I saw the seven angels
who  stand  before  God,  and  to  them
were given seven trumpets...



Revelation 8:1-6 NKJV  ...(3)  Then
another angel, having a golden censer,
came  and  stood  at  the  altar.  He  was
given  much  incense,  that  he  should
offer it with the prayers of all the
saints upon the golden altar which was
before the throne...



Revelation 8:1-6 NKJV  ...(4)  And the
smoke of the incense, with the prayers of
the saints, ascended before God from the
angel's hand.  (5)  Then the angel took the
censer, filled it with fire from the altar, and
threw it to the earth. And there were
noises, thunderings, lightnings, and an
earthquake...
